The local laws on the pending agenda were held at the request of President Pro Tempore Conti.

REPORTS OF STANDING COMMITTEES:

Finance, Taxation and Assessment – Chairperson Commisso reported that the committee met on May 14, 2015 to discuss various debt authorizations. He stated that three ordinances will be passed as presented, one will be withdrawn and five will have the useful live amended.

Public Safety – Chairperson Golby reported that the committee met on May 15, 2015 to discuss the Albany Police Department’s standard operating procedures for the use of Tasers and video cameras. The full committee was present and participated in the meeting. She stated that Council Members Kornegay and Robinson decided to not have an in depth conversation at this time of their legislation. Acting Chief Brendan Cox was present to answer the Committee’s questions and discussed applying for a grant for body cameras. There were questions on information relating to Donald Ivy death. She stated that the committee will be meeting soon to discuss Council Members Kornegay and Robinson’s proposed ordinances and Council Member Fahey's local law relating to the storage of firearms.

He later became the city's first black detective, sergeant, lieutenant, supervisor and Deputy Chief; and
	WHEREAS, in 1989, Dale was appointed chief by Mayor Thomas M. Whalen III and served until his retirement in 1995. John Dale was a fastidious dresser who would nonetheless happily commandeer an ice cream truck in full chief's uniform and dole out treats at inner-city block parties; and
WHEREAS, Chief Dale was so widely known in part because of his work, starting in 1970, in the department's community relations office. John would increase the police presence with the community by starting a Neighborhood Policing Unit. This unit would help to foster positive relationships between the community and police department; and
WHEREAS, Chief Dale is said to have seldom publicly discussed his trailblazing role in the department, but even Chief Krokoff marveled at the professional discipline it required. Chief Krokoff pointed specifically to 1981 when city police were charged with keeping the peace amid protests against Mayor Erastus Corning 2nd's decision to allow the South African Springboks rugby team to play an exhibition match at Bleecker Stadium; and
	WHEREAS, at the age of 40 John earned a Bachelor's Degree in Criminal Justice and Behavioral Science from The College of Saint Rose.  John Dale was also a past chairman of the Board of the LaSalle School in Albany and a regular on Saturday mornings with about half-a-dozen other graying former city officials and old political hands at Jack's Diner on Central Avenue.  He was most recently employed for seven years as the Director of Security with the Workers’ Compensation Board; and
	WHEREAS, Chief John A. Dale, passed away on Monday, September 15th 2014, at the age of 80 years old.
